r 201. SURVEY OF AFRO-AMERICAN HISTORY. Cr.4. Instrs.: Owens, Jacques, Woods, Locke, Ingram. A survey of dominant trends
and personalities in the black historical experience in the United States from the 16th Century to the present. The course also
includes a brisf description of ralevant parts of Africa and the beginning of the siave trade,

203. ISSUES IN AFRO-AMERICAN DEVELOPMENT. Cr.4. Instrs.: Yates, Hiil, Ingram. A multi- and inter-disciplinary course
concorned with the freedom and development of the community of black people along several dimensions. Development implies
change; we are concerned with the kinds u{ changes that must be made if Black America—and, in turn, America itself--is to survive
and prosper. The course will involve: (1) surveying and analyzing various aspects of problems; (2) reviewing and criticizing proposed
solutions to those issues; and (3) developing refined and alternative strategies through serious. and, cooperative study.

205. INTRODUCTION TO AFRICAN HISTORY AND CULTURES. Cr.4. Instrs.: Enyia, Sankey. An interdisciplinary introduction to
the history and cultures of Africa. Historical and coritemparary developments in Affica will be examined against the background of
world history and worid affairs. e oy 7
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303. RACIAL AND CULTURAL CONTACTS. Cr.3. Instr.: Edwards. Analysis of the implications of racial differences, the factors
affacting prejudice and ‘discrimination, the jtructural aspects of group conflicts, and the possibilities of change in Americd and other
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312, AFRO-LITERATURE. Cr4. Instrs.: Prascott, Ramsay, Michelena. This course will attempt to provide a sampling of trends of
black literature in the Americas. Whila the emphasis will be on contemporary written works (in translation, when appropriate) of all
genras, attention will necessarily be paid to the history of black arts. In this frame of reference, paintings and sculpture, as well as
performing arts (dance, theater, film, music) will be examined. There will be three major areas of concentration: Afro-American,
Afro-French, and Afro-Hispanic. The approach will be chronological and geographical.

334, BLACK THEATER WORKSHOP. Cr.3. Staff. A beginning course in acting taught from a black perspective. The second half of a
two-samester saguence.

342. LITERATURE AND CULTURE: MODERN AFRICAN LITERATURE. Cr.3. Instr.: Johnson. Features the works of Chinua
Achebe, James Ngugi, Alan Paton, Leopold Sedar Senghor, Ferdinand Oyono, Mongo Beti, Camara Laye, Ayi Kwei Arinah, Ouloguem,
Amos Tutuola, Ali Mszrui, Wole Soyinka, Gabriel Okara, and others. Course covers the legacies and influences of the colonial

experience, Islam, Christianity, and tribal mythology; consideration is given to satifists, avant-guardists, and experimentalists, as well
as partisans of Negritude,

351. THE STRUGGLE FOR SOUTHERN AFRICA. Cr.2-4. Instr.: Samaff. An analysis of power relationships and conflict in southern
Africa—its origins, the current setting, and prassures for change, with conflict as the organizing theme.

Concerns the
development of @ typology of nationalism derived from the concrete analysis of social base and internal structuring of Afro-American
ideologies. Material for analysis covers the period from the 1790's to the prasent day. Works of Lenin, Haywood, Fanon, and
Barokhov on nationalism will be utilized, as well as those of Gramsci, Poulantzas, and Althusser on ideology.
