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Ujima, collective work and responsibility. To build and maintain our community together and to make our brothers and sisters problems, our problems, and to solve them together. Ujima is a Kiswahili word indicating that we are collectively responsible for one another, particularly as we work together.

It indicates a commitment to being active and living by a principle of shared or collective work and responsibility that is beneficial to the community. Ujima is also recognized as the third principle of Nguzo Saba, typically celebrated during Kwanzaa, an African diasporic cultural festival created during the late 1960s by Maulana Karenga. It is a commitment to active and informed togetherness on matters of common interest.

It is also recognition and respect of the fact that without collective work and struggle, progress is impossible and liberation unthinkable. In other words, our collective identity in the long run is a collective future. Thus, there is a need and obligation for us as self-conscious and committed people to shape our future with our own minds and hands and share its hardships and benefits together.
